Intern work is a mixture of
programmatic work (writing, study, research) and administrative work (database entry, faxing,
photocopying) with administrative work varying by department.

About LCV: LCV is the independent political voice of the environment, and the only organization
devoted full-time to advocating for sound environmental policies and electing pro-environmental
candidates who will adopt and implement such policies. LCV also works with colleges and universities
to offer students the ability to earn college credit while working as an intern. Check with your school to
see if you are eligible.

Communications Interns will assist the Communications Department with press releases and print and
electronic media research and outreach. Interns produce a daily newsletter that summarizes national news
for staff and. Interns may also write opinion-editorials and coordinate press events and conferences.
